In recent years, the multitude (multitudo) and the commons have emerged as
dominant concepts in social and political theory but also in current political
debate. The multitude replaces the unifying concept of the people which has
drawn from the state and the nation and which is no longer able to encompass
the antinomies and savage conflicts of contemporary society. Nevertheless, the

commons in metropolis are not only traditional pubic spaces. Soil, air and
infrastructure are also crucial for urban life reproductions. Also, the commons
replaces the meaning that public space and the public realm had up until today
and emerges as the primary alternative way of reassessing what we
designated to date as the relation between public and private.

What might be the implications of all these changes for architecture, modes of
habitation and cities? This question is the starting point of Zissis Kotionis’
‘Multidomes’. The issue at stake here is certainly major and it marks a new
period of architectural culture and design.

‘Multidomes', radically criticizes the greek housing model of ‘polykatoikia’ as
well as the urban buildings’ model in general. The architect, based on social
critique regarding post war family housing, proposes alternative forms and
structures of urban inhabitation. Contemporary metropolitan resident is
considered to be singularity and the collective inhabitation of singularities form
structures that compose common spaces.

Finally this research contributes to the articulation of a metropolis’ sculpture for
the emerging multitude.
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
